CALL FOR ENTRY 

Exhibit Dates:  July 3rd – July 27th 2008 
 

Since the beginning of time, artists have attempted to capture the human figure in 

all its diversity.  Ancient drawings and sculptures may have been symbols of 

fertility or of great bravery. The human figure was depicted as deities and in 

religious rites.  As time went on, artists drew, painted and sculpted the figure 

in ways that represented both the ideal and everyday life.  For centuries artists 

and art students have studied the human figure, using the live model, as a way of 

developing their skills.  Today, artists continue this tradition, as we use our 

art to explore the infinite variety and beauty of the body or to comment on the 

human condition. 

For this juried exhibition, artists are invited to submit work in any medium that 

depicts the figure, from the classical nude, to more contemporary representation, 

from abstract to realism, from personal to political.  

Artists who are regular participants in DRA’s Life Drawing sessions at our gallery 

will be featured in a special exhibition of their works on paper, running 

concurrently with this show. To qualify for consideration, you must have attended 

at least four (4) life drawing sessions during 2007, and/or at least four (4) 

sessions in 2008.  Inclusion in this special exhibition is at the discretion of 

DRA and the show curators.

Submission Guidelines & Exhibition Requirements: 
*Open to all area artists. 

* Entry fee:  $3.00/piece for DRA members; $5.00/piece for non-DRA members. 

*Artists may submit up to three (3) original works in any medium.  No 

reproductions, other than original photographs will be accepted. 

*Artists who meet the requirements for the special DRA Life Drawing exhibition may 

submit one (1) additional work for juror consideration.  They may also submit six 

(6) additional matted and shrinkwrapped works on paper, some of which may be hung 

or displayed, “bin style” during the time of the exhibition. Entry fee: $2.00/pc 

*Questions regarding eligibility for the Life Drawing exhibit should contact 

curators Michele Reday Cook(mredaycook@mac.com) or Joan Ulrich(ulrichclay@aol.com) 

*All media are welcome and must be submitted ready to hang or display, framed 

and/or finished in a neat professional manner suitable to the medium.  All 2D 

works must have screw eyes and hanging wire on back.  2D works on paper 

(watercolor, pencil, pastel) should be matted, framed and under glass.  Unframed 

paintings should have sides finished, painted, and/or otherwise integrated into 

the overall design of the artwork. 

*  Show participants are required to help with one or more of the following: 

Gallery Sitting; Hanging and Gallery prep; Opening reception; Refreshments; Clean-

up, Breakdown, etc.  Please bring your calendars with you to receiving so you can 

confirm your availability. 

*  Permission to photograph artwork is considered granted unless otherwise stated 

by the artist in writing. 

*  No work can be removed for the duration of the show.  The artist is responsible 

for insuring the artwork.  Neither DRA or the City of Alexandria can be held 

liable for any damage or loss. 

*  All artwork must be picked up at the close of the show, Sunday, July 27th, 

between 4:00 and 6:00pm. 

Sales:  Work may be for sale or marked NFS. If your work sells, a 20% donation to 

DRA is expected.  DRA is a 501(c)(3) organization.
